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COURSE AIMS

COURSE AIMS AND INTENDED LEARNING OUTCOMES

The aim of the course is the acquisition and/or consolidation of the basic elements of the Spanish
language needed to communicate in everyday situations, at B1 level of the European Framework.
At the end of the course, students will be able to understand the main points of clear standard input on
familiar matters regularly encountered in daily life’s situations (e.g. basic personal and family
information, studies, professions and workplace, planning, e-mails and calls, shopping, restaurants,
etc.). They will be able to deal with most situations likely to arise whilst travelling in an area where
Spanish is spoken and in areas of most immediate relevance and to the professional scope of the
Bachelor’s Degree, being able to describe experiences, events and hopes, making an appointment, order
in a restaurant, going to the doctor and briefly give reasons and explanations for opinions and plans and
talking about past and future events.

COURSE CONTENT

The course focuses on the acquisition and/or consolidation of the basic elements of Spanish grammar,
phonetics, and vocabulary and the development of communication skills covering the following topics:

A. LEARNING, STUDYING AND ACTIVE USE OF BASIC GRAMMAR:

Fonética y ortografia.

Articulos determinados e indeterminados. Forma y uso.

Género y numero de nombres y adjetivos.

Pronombres: personales sujeto, reflexivos, complemento directo, indirecto e
interrogativos.

Adjetivos y pronombres: posesivos, demostrativos, indefinidos, relativos e interrogativos.
Diferencia entre hay / esta (n).

Verbos reflexivos, pronominales e impersonales.

Numeros cardinales y ordinales.

Muy/mucho.

Comparativos y superlativos.

Diferencia entre ser/estar.

Principales verbos regulares e irregulares.

TEACHING METHOD

The course is intended for all levels (it starts from a beginner level -Al-) and it covers all the
academic year. The teacher will assess the students' prior knowledge in the first class and advise them
about attendance and classwork according to their level. The lessons use a communicative approach
emphasizing interaction as a goal of study, including: oral interaction, expression and comprehension
exercises, role-play communicative exercises, grammar explanations, written exercises on the online
platform and training for the written and oral examination.

Non-attending students are strongly encouraged to use the information contained in this syllabus
and other documents available on the site, to inform and prepare themselves adequately for the
exam.

ASSESSMENT METHOD AND CRITERIA

Students who are holders of a DELE B1/ B2/ C1 (issued within two years of the date of the exam)
are exempted from the course and the examination, DELE B1 or superior levels are recognized as
substitute for the Foreign Language Spanish course and examination. Students must present their
DELE to the Selda Office, (via Morozzo della Rocca 2/A, 5th floor) within two years of the date of
issue. For all the other students the assessment consists of two parts: a written part and an oral part.
They are independent, and students must achieve a pass mark on both parts. The final assessment is a
PASS or FAIL evaluation (called APPROVED). There are two written assessment formats, depending
on whether students attend classes regularly or not:

WRITTEN EXAM

1. ATTENDING STUDENTS

Students who attend lessons may sit the written part of the examination in the form of interim tests
(prove intermedie) at the end of each term, thus not having to sit the end-of-year written examination.
Students who attend less than 60% of lessons will not be allowed to sit any of the interim tests and
will have to take their exam in the scheduled examination sessions. Students who have neither
obtained the pass mark in the three interim tests nor attended lessons will have to take both the written
and the oral exam on the dates indicated for the End-of-Year Exam.

Students who pass the three partial exams shall not sit the written exam at the end of the year; but
will only take the oral exam on one of the scheduled dates. (Check dates and rooms at "Calendario
degli esami — Foreign Language Spanish” on Selda’s webpage).






1) FORMAT OF THE INTERIM TESTS
Reading comprehension: 10 questions
e Grammar: 10 questions

Vocabulary: 10 questions

FOR PASSING EACH PARTIAL EXAM, IT IS NECESSARY TO REACH AT LEAST 18/30
POINTS.

A pass mark in each of the interim tests is necessary to pass the written examination.

2. NON-ATTENDING STUDENTS

For non-attending students, the end-of-the-year examination is called PROVA DI IDONEITA and
consists of a computer-based test and an oral exam (which can JUST be taken after having passed the
computer-based part). The computer-based test and the oral part are independent, and students
must achieve a pass mark on both. The final assessment is a PASS or FAIL evaluation (called
APPROVED).

1) COMPUTER-BASED TEST (DURATION: 60 MINUTI. Dictionaries are not allowed)
e Reading comprehension: 10 multiple choice questions.

e Grammar exercises: 20 multiple choice questions.

e Vocabulary: 20 multiple choice questions.

e Listening comprehension: 5 TRUE or FALSE questions.

TOTAL: 55 QUESTIONS

FOR PASSING THE WRITTEN EXAM AND BEING ADMITTED TO THE ORAL EXAM IT IS NECESSARY
TO REACH AT LEAST 39/55 POINTS.

ORAL EXAM

Students must demonstrate the ability to hold a conversation by interacting with the teacher and/or
another candidate on a familiar topic, expressing themselves simply yet clearly and mostly correctly
about an everyday situation.

The oral exam will have the following structure:

* an introductory conversation with the candidate about everyday topics;

* conversation/interaction with another student through a role-play activity or the presentation of a
topic from the program chosen by the teacher.

Students’ listening comprehension skills will also be assessed along with the quality of their spoken
language.

VALIDITY PERIOD OF THE WRITTEN TEST

Once students have passed the computer-based test, the student can register for the oral exam in
any examination session, since the written test does not expire and remains valid for a later oral exam
session.




ADVICES AND PREREQUISITES

All students will take the same examination, regardless of their entry levels. Previous knowledge of
Spanish is not necessary but attendance is strongly recommended for beginners, pre-intermediate and
intermediate students to benefit from communicative approach.

Students can take advantage of the Centro per I’Autoapprendimento (CAP) (self-learning centre) to
widen their learning materials and exercises using all the resources this service provides. You can find
this page on BlackBoard searching: "Centro per |'autoapprendimento (Milano) (SELDA-2012-088)".

Prerequisiti

For a proper foreign language learning, it is mandatory to be aware of the benefits of a continuous and
regular study, taking into special consideration long learning and acquisition times which might vary
from student to student, along with a large amount of practice and interaction with a teacher and/or other
speaking partners. This is why students who have never studied Spanish are asked to attend the
course and take an active participation in the lectures.
